	Please note that ALL Excel Border Collies are placed on co-own and non-breeding contracts. I generally like to have all puppies kept intact until at least two years old. Depending on the litter, I may require males to be left intact for future use by the breeder (myself) only. Or I may require that females be left intact for a possible litter in the future by the breeder (myself) only. (For females, I’ve only bred one female that was sold in over 21 years, and that is Zasu.) 

As a breeder, I’m generally only breeding when I want a puppy for myself. I am NOT a high-volume breeder, and therefore only have a small population of dogs in my line. (As of today, there are only 15 Excel Border Collies, and 6 of them are over 10 years old. I personally own 4 of the 15. We are a small, but mighty family.) 

This is the reason that I ask that dogs be left intact; I don’t want to run into a dead end if my personal dog is unable to be bred and everything else is spayed/neutered. 

That being said, I also do not want my dogs to end up with or be bred to high volume breeders. I also do not want my dogs to be used in unregistered or mixed breed litters. This is why I am retaining breeding rights as a breeder. I am open to using dogs, if their owner wants a puppy and I feel like I can find a good match. But any breeding is at my sole digression and I retain the right to not breed any of these dogs.
